4.0	Conduct	themselves	in	a	manner	that	takes	all	reasonable	measures	to	protect	their	own	safety	
and	the	safety	of	others.	
	
	
5.0	Never	participate	when	under	the	influence	of	alcohol	or	drugs.	
	
	
6.0	Promote	the	reputation	of	the	sport	and	take	all	possible	steps	to	prevent	it	from	being	brought	
into	disrepute.	

- Accept	success	and	failure,	victory	and	defeat,	with	dignity.	
- Set	a	positive	example	for	others,	particularly	young	participants	and	spectators.	

	
	
7.0	Protect	others	involved	in	the	game	from	verbal	or	physical	abuse	and	threatening	or	intimidating	
behaviour.	
	
	
8.0	Never	use	inappropriate	language	or	gestures.	

- Never	use	foul,	sexist,	abusive,	racist	or	any	prejudicial	language	or	tolerate	it	from	players	
and/or	team	officials.

10.0	Abide	by	the	EHB	Equality	Policy.
